An Overview on Criminology in the United States: Research and Education

Abstract; This article briefly introduces the criminological research and educational programs in the United
States. The first part of the article introduces American criminological research, by describing the historical de-
velopment of the American Society of Criminology, and the two most important official crime data collection sys-
tems in the United States. The second part briefly introduces the history of American Criminological education.
This part selects five major universities’ undergraduate and master programs to explain their courses and re-
quirements, followed by the discussion on differences between the doctoral education in criminology within and
outside of the department of sociology at SUNY-Albany. The final section of the article explains the limitations
of American Criminology, introduces how recently arising Asian Criminology and the Asian paradigm theory o-
vercome these limitations, and provides suggestions for a promising path to develop Chinese Criminology.
